We are excited to share with you that Orcutt has an awesome minis-
try opportunity to provide After Care for a family who lost their home
and possessions in hurricane Helene in Western North Carolina last
year.

The family is Geraldo and Jasmin Gutierrez, along with their two
small daughters, ages 1 & 3. Since last year they have been living
with family or renting, using their insurance money to pay off the
mortgage of the home that washed away.

Last year Samaritan’s Purse started the Hurricane Helene Rebuild
Project, partnering with contractors to build new trailers and stick
houses for families. All the families approved are thoroughly vetted
by Samaritan’s purse and are legal citizens.

Their home is already underway, being built on the same property in
Swannanoa (Ground Zero) and will be fully furnished- including ma-
jor appliances. Churches are invited to help replace household items
lost with the home.

We are excited to become a part of helping the Gutierrez family with
these household items! Each Bible Study class will have the oppor-
tunity to bless the family with new items for specific rooms or areas
needed in their new home. Where we don’t want to limit the scope of
giving, the goals are to not duplicate items, but also ensure needs are
met.

From August 17th—September 14th, all gifts can be brought to, and
stored in your respective Bible study classrooms, as space allows.

The keys will be given to the family when the home is dedicated,
hopefully some time in mid-October. Members of Orcutt will get to
meet and minister directly to this family when we deliver the dona-
tions on Dedication Day. Details for that are TBA upon completion
of the house, and in coordination with Samaritan's Purse.
